
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

POCKLINGTON  CEMETERY 
 

At a meeting of the Town Council held on 6th January 2010 the following amended fees were 
approved under section 12 of the Local Authorities Cemeteries Order 1974 (628) to take effect from 
1st April 2010: 
1. All fees are exclusive of grave-digging and services rendered by ministers of religion. 
2. Interment at a depth not exceeding 7 feet of the body of a person whose age at the time 

of death exceeded 16 years:  £220  between 12 & 16 years the charge is reduced to £60 
(£80 if from outside the Parish of Pocklington) under 12 years of age - no charge. 
Interment of cremated remains in a grave in respect of which an exclusive right of burial has 
been granted:   £100 

3. For exclusive right of burial in perpetuity: 
(a)  in an earthern grave 8feet by 4 feet by 5feet           £220 
(b)  in an earthern grave 8feet by 8 feet by 5feet                      £440 
(c)  in an earthern grave 8feet by 4 feet by 7feet                      £330 
(d) of ashes in garden of remembrance                                      £65 
The above fees will be doubled when the person to be interred was not at the time of 
death an inhabitant or parishioner of the Parish of Pocklington, unless that person had 
acquired an exclusive right of burial. 
 

4. For the right to erect or place on a grave in respect of which the exclusive right of burial has 
been granted (maximum dimensions of base 25 inches by 12 inches): 
Headstone not exceeding 2feet  6inches in height        £90 
Vase not exceeding 1 foot in height                                 £25 all vases must be securely fitted 
Vase not exceeding 2 feet in height                                 £40 to a concrete base. 
Garden of Remembrance plot                                          £70 

5. The fees indicated in 4 above include the first inscription. 
Fee for each subsequent inscription            £25 
 

6. Garden of Remembrance:  scattering of ashes              £25 
 
All fees are payable in advance and should be submitted with the application forms. The funeral 
director must within 24hours of the interment submit to the Town Council the certificate for burial or 
cremation obtained from the minister. 
No memorials can be permitted without the prior approval of the Town Council together with the 
payment of the appropriate fee.  It is regretted that wooden crosses and memorials are not 
permitted. 
As Pocklington Cemetery is a lawned area no raised graves, flower borders or kerbs are allowed; 
floral tributes and memorials must only be placed at the headstone. 
Although every reasonable effort is made to ensure the security of the cemetery no responsibility 
can be accepted by the Town Council for damage to graves and memorials.
